A Little Note For Parents

week of reopening of the school. 

o Make sure your child has a quiet, well-lit place to do homework. 

Don’t let your child do homework with the television on or in places with other 

distractions, such as mobile phones, people coming and going, etc. 

o Make sure the material your child needs, such as paper, pencils and a 

dictionary, are available. 

Ask your child if special material is required for some projects and get them in 

advance. 

o Help your child with time management. 

Establish a set time each day for doing homework. It will help regulating your 

child’s Body Clock as per the set schedule. 

o Be positive about homework. 

Tell your child how important school is. The attitude you express about 

homework will be the attitude your child acquires. 
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o When your child does homework, you too do your work. 

Show your child that the skills they are learning are related to things you do as 

an adult. If your child is reading, you read too. 

 

o When your child asks for help, provide guidance, not answers. 

Giving answers means your child will not learn the material. Too much help 

teaches your child that when the going gets rough, someone will do the work 

for him or her. 

o If homework is meant to be done by your child alone, stay away. 

Too much parent involvement could actually hinder their skills development and 

lead them to feel incompetent. Homework is a great way for kids to develop 

independent, lifelong learning skills. 

o Help your child figure out what is hard homework and what is easy homework. 

Ask your child to do the hard work first. The harder a task is, the more energy 

and focus we need to complete it. Starting the harder tasks when you are tired 

is more difficult and often results in putting them off for another day. 

Reward progress in homework. 

If your child has been successful in homework completion and is working hard, 

celebrate that success with a special event (e.g., pizza, a morning or evening 

walk, a trip to the park, star gazing) to reinforce the positive effort.
